Topics include
technical procedures for preparing and dispensing prescriptions, packaging and
labeling, controlled substance procedures, inventory control, pharmacy calculations,
and over-the-counter drugs.

Note: Students must be 2nd semester seniors to enroll in the Pharmacy Technician
class. Students must be within 60 days of obtaining a high school diploma to sit for
the Pharmacy Technician Certification exam
